REVIEW OF THE ECONOMY
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OVERVIEW   OF THE ECONOMY
Punjab being an agrarian state, agriculture has played a pivotal role in the

economic development of the state. Through green revolution in the 60’s Punjab took a major
stride in increasing its productivity of food grains, especially of wheat and rice. It contributed
significantly towards strengthening India’s self sufficiency by contributing a major share in the
Central pool overtime. During 2006-07, it contributed 75.3% Wheat and 31.2% Rice. However,
the growth of secondary sector especially of manufacturing sector is not of satisfactory level.
Neighbouring states got an edge over Punjab in the growth of manufacturing sector due to
locational advantages and a more conducive policy regime. Punjab has grown at a rate of
5.08% during 10th Five Year Plan as compared to 7.77% at all India level. Its secondary sector
has grown at 8.40% as compared to 9.46% at all India level.

1.2  As per provisional estimates the overall economy of Punjab has witnessed a growth

rate of 5.54 % at Constant (1999-2000) prices during 2005-06 and it is expected to grow by

6.32% during 2006-07 as per Quick estimates.

1.3 The Gross State Domestic Product (GSDP) at Constant (1999-2000) prices has in-

creased to Rs.85729 crore (P) in 2005-06 from Rs. 81229 crore  in 2004-05 showing a growth

rate of 5.54 % (P)  in 2005-06 as compared to 5.20 %  in 2004-05. Quick estimate of GSDP at

Constant (1999-2000) prices for 2006-07 is Rs. 91148 crore showing a growth rate of 6.32

percent.

1.4 The GSDP from primary sector which comprises mainly of agriculture and live-

stock  activities  has increased from Rs. 27541  crore  in 2004-05 to Rs. 28004 (P) crore during

2005-06 registering a growth rate of 1.68 % at constant prices(1999-2000)as  compared to

2.16 %  in 2004-05. According to quick estimates, it will further increase to Rs.29138 crore in

2006-07 showing a growth rate of 4.05 percent.

1.5 The GSDP from the secondary sector which covers the manufacturing, con-

struction and power sectors has increased from Rs.19086 crore in 2004-05 to Rs. 21408(P)

crore in 2005-06 showing a growth rate of 12.17% at Constant Prices (1999-2000) as com-

pared to 9.66 % in 2004-05. Its share in 2006-07 (Q) is Rs 23609 crore registering a growth

rate of 10.28 %.

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1.6 The tertiary sector which comprises of trade, transport, banking and insurance and public
administration, etc. recorded a growth rate of 4.95% (P) during 2005-06 against a growth rate of
5.34% in 2004-05. Quick estimates show a growth rate of 5.74 % during 2006-07. Under this sector,
Transport, Storage & Communication, and Banking and Insurance have shown the growth rate of
10.45% and 9.00% respectively during 2006-07 over the previous year.

1.7 The Per Capita Income at Constant (1999-2000) prices in Punjab is Rs. 28872 (P)
during 2005-06 as against Rs.27851 during 2004-05 registering an increase of 3.67%. It is
expected to increase to Rs. 30158 as per quick estimates in 2006-07 showing a growth rate of
4.45%. The per capita income at current prices is Rs. 36759(P) in 2005-06 as against Rs.33158
in 2004-05 showing an increase of 10.86%.  As per Quick estimates, per capita income is Rs.
40566 during 2006-07, registering a growth rate of 10.36 percent.

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1.8 The share of agriculture (proper) in GSDP has declined from 26.27% in 1999-2000 to
20.65 % in 2006-07(Q). The share of primary sector which includes agriculture and livestock
has come down from 37.53% in 1999-2000 to 31.97% in 2006-07(Q).The share of secondary
sector has increased from 22.75% in 1999-2000 to 25.90% in 2006-07(Q) which is mainly due
to increase in  activity of construction sector. The share of tertiary sector which comprises of
services sector has increased from 39.72% in 1999-2000 to 42.13% in 2006-07(Q). This growth
is mainly due to increase in contribution of transport, storage & communication, trade, hotels &
restaurants and banking & insurance sector. It is evident that structurally Punjab’s economy is
following a trend that a fall in the share of agricultural sector in GSDP has given a corresponding
rise in the tertiary sector.

1.9 The total production of food grains has increased from 251.80 lakh metric tonnes in
2005-06 (P) to 253.09 lakh metric tonnes in 2006-07 (P). The target of food grains production has
been fixed at 247.21 lakh metric tonnes for 2007-08 and likely achievement will be 256.81 lakh
metric tons. The production of Sugarcane (In the form of Gur)  has increased from 4.86 lakh
tonnes  in 2005-06(P) to 6.02 lakh tonnes  in 2006-07 (P). The production of cotton (American)
also has increased from 22.58 lakh  bales in 2005-06 (P) to 25.72 lakh bales in 2006-07 (P).

1.10 Large and medium industrial units are expected to increase from 586 in 2006-07 (P) to
611 in 2007-08(P) with a fixed investment of Rs. 25500 crore providing employment to
2.35 lakh persons with a production value of Rs.39000 crore.  The number of small scale units
are expected to increase from 2.05 lakh in 2006-07 (P) to 2.06 lakh  in 2007-08 (P) with a  fixed
investment of Rs.5700 crore  and providing employment to 9.73  lakh persons  with a turnover
of Rs.38000 crore.

1.11 Energy is a vital infrastructure for economic development of the State. With the object
of meeting the demand for electricity in the State, the Government has been making higher
allocation for this sector in its annual plans. During 2007-08, a sum of Rs.1062.00 crore
(20.78 %) has been approved for energy out of a total plan outlay of Rs. 5111.00 crore. The
revised estimate of installed plant capacity generation is 4626 MW in the year 2007-08. The
total energy availability is expected to be 41739 million kW.h during 2007-08 as compared to
37691 million kW.h during 2006-07.

1.12 Although the total number of job seekers registered with the employment exchanges in
the State have decreased marginally from 4.42 lakh as on 31.3.07 to 4.33 lakh as on 30.9.07,
yet the magnitude and nature of un-employment continues to be a cause of serious concern in
the State.  To effectively create employment opportunities in the State, especially for the rural
youth, promotion of agri-processing industry and ancillary industrialization is very important.
The State Govt. has taken a special initiative in this regard by creating a new Department of
Employment Generation.
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1.13 In Punjab, the Wholesale Price Index (WPI) of agricultural commodities (base
1979-80 to 1981-82=100) recorded an increase of 12 % during 2006-07 as compared to 5.8 %
in 2005-06. The Wholesale Price Index of primary articles prepared by the Government of
India (base 1993-94 =100), though strictly not comparable with the state index, increased by
7.9% in 2006-07 as compared to   2.9 % during the previous year.

1.14 The Govt. immediately after resuming the office initiated the process of identification
of poor and needy households (below an annual income level of Rs.30000/-) to be covered
under the “ATTA DAL Scheme” to provide subsidized food items to the poor.

1.15 The revenue deficit of the state increased  from Rs.1240.25 crore in  2005-06 (A) to
Rs 1748.69 crores(without taking into account the grant in aid on account of waiver of Special
Term Loans received from Govt. of India) in 2006-07  which further decreased to Rs.1429.49
crore 2007-08 (B.E).  The receipts from the State’s taxes have increased from Rs. 8989.28
crore in 2005-06(A) to Rs 9757.91 crore in 2006-07(RE) and are likely to increase further to
Rs.10876.03 crore in 2007-08 (BE).
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PROBLEM AND PROSPECTS

Punjab, mainly an agro based economy, is usually called as India’s Granary. It
is well known for its energetic people and their achievements in developing the State into a
prosperous State based on rapid agricultural growth. Since the Green Revolution in 1960, Punjab
is able to increase agricultural production and has achieved great honour to contribute
maximum wheat (75.3%) & rice (31.2%) during 2006-07 to the central pool of food grains. The
agriculture outlook in the State is dominated by Paddy-Wheat rotation, causing degradation in
soil fertility & further fall in the ground water table. Thus the present agricultural System is
increasingly becoming unsustainable ecologically and even economically. Agriculture Sector
alone cannot provide the required growth rate. Future of Punjab’s economy lies in the
promotion of non-agricultural activities such as Service Sector, Retail, I.T. Parks, Housing &
Urban Development, SEZs etc. Efforts are on to break the dominance of the Wheat-Paddy
rotation and bring in the diversification of agricultural production pattern.

Problems

2.2 Due to over use of natural resources, ecological balance has been affected adversely.
The crop rotation is dominated by mono-crop system of wheat-paddy rotation which has reduced
the diversity of crops and bio-diversity. Moreover, it requires a lot of water with heavy doses of
chemical fertilizers which have deteriorated the soil health and resulted in the stagnation of the
production of these crops. The higher yield realization per unit of area is also responsible for
reduction of nutrients in the soil. The organic carbon content of 0.45 percent in the soil is
essential for obtaining the optimum production of the crops but at present the level of carbon
content is 0.02% to 0.25% In a nutshell, the agriculture faces problems as the net area sown
and irrigated area have been fully exploited and the cropping intensity has reached a saturation
point from where further scope is minimal. Domination of wheat-paddy in food grains, stagnating
productivity, in the absence of breakthrough in new high yielding varieties, strains on marketing
infrastructure, dwindling ground water resources, decline in profitability, etc are another set of
problems which require immediate attention . To improve the soil health for obtaining the desired
level of production, it is necessary to add organic matter in the form of farm yard manure, green
manure and crop residue  as well as optimize soil testing. In addition to this, vermi compost can
be prepared from material available in the State.

2 .3 Wheat and paddy which are the main crops of the state covered an area of 34.67
lakh hectares and 26.21 lakh hectares respectively during 2006-07. The area covered under
these crops was 34.68 lakh hectares and 26.42 lakh hectares respectively during the year

2
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2005-06. The agriculture production pattern programme was planned in the State on the basis
of Dr. S.S.Johl Committee’s report which was submitted to Govt. of India in 2004. Under this
programme, it was proposed to divert an area of 10 lakh hectare from wheat and paddy rotation
to other crops by compensating the farmers by Rs. 5000/- per acre. Due to non receipt of funds
from Govt. of India, scheme could not succeed. For 2006-07 & 2007-08 scheme has been
prepared of Rs. 48.00 crore, that is under consideration at state govt. level.

2 .4 The Contract Farming System has been implemented in the state by the Punjab
Agro Foodgrains Corporation for crops such as Durum Wheat, Hyola, Basmati Rice, Maize
and Spring Moong. During 2006-07 , an area sown under some crops like Basmati was 0.35
lakh acres,  Maize 0.75  lakh acres, and  Hyola was 0.55 lakh acres.  The target fixed for
2007-08 is 0.50 lakh acres for Basmati and 0.90 lakh acres for Maize and 0.85 lakh acres for
Hyola .

2.5 As Punjab’s agriculture was structured to produce food in response to the national
requirements, to increase production of food grains particularly wheat and rice, so the natural
and human resources were over used. Now “ the Agreement on Agriculture (AOA)” with the
establishment of WTO will put up constraints on economy of India in general and Punjab in
particular. The State has to respond to the global mandate to be competitive. A concrete
programme of diversification and raising value addition in each agro-climatic region of Punjab
depending on the health of soil and water availability has to be developed.

2.6 As irrigation facilities have been overused to increase agriculture production of the
State mainly wheat and paddy, the ground water level has decreased drastically. About
97 percent of cropped area sown is already irrigated, so there is very little scope to further
increase the cropped irrigated area. Approximately 12 lakh tubewells are working in the state
which irrigate about 72 percent of the total irrigated area. But most of the blocks of the state
have been declared as “dark” where underground water has been over exploited and
extraction of water is higher than its recharge.

2.7 Agriculture still plays a dominant role in the economy of Punjab. The composition
of State Income shows that the relative share of primary sector (which comprises mainly of
agriculture sector) in the Gross State Domestic Product at Constant (1999-2000) prices is
31.97 percent as compared to 25.90 percent of secondary and 42.13 percent of tertiary sector
during the year 2006-07 (Q) . What may be considered a matter of concern is the negligible
growth in the contribution of the Secondary Sector in the last decade or more.

2.8 As on September 2007, the average employment per unit in the small scale Industrial
Sector (investment less than Rs. Five crores) in the State works out to be 4 to 5 persons as
compared to 386(P) persons working  in the large and medium industrial sector (investment
more than Rs. Five crore). There are 2,05,663 working small scale industrial units having an
investment of Rs. 5672 crore and providing employment of 9,71,744 persons where as in the
Large and Medium Scale Sector there are 603  units having investment of Rs. 23,017 crore
providing employment to 2,32,772 persons upto 30.9.2007. Due to greater emphasis on technical
and professional education, a large number of professionally qualified persons are joining the
skilled work force every year. In view of this, a strong linkage between educational institutions
and the industrial sector is required. Large and Medium units have more potential to absorb
technically trained and skilled labour force.

2.9       Although the credit-deposit ratio of commercial banks in Punjab is improving, yet it is
very low as compared to All India . In Punjab, it increased from 52.73%in 2005 to 59.14% in
2006 as compared to an increase from 70.89% to 75.14% in India during the same period.
During these two years,credit-deposit ratios of Maharashtra (117.71%& 101.68%),Tamil Nadu
(111.32% & 103.77%),  Andhra Pradesh (87.01% & 80.19%) and Rajasthan (81.85% & 76.16%)
are significantly higher than Punjab. To improve the credit-deposit ratio in the State, certain
specific policy measures are needed to be adopted.

2.10 Punjab State Electricity Board is serving 62,31,240 consumers with connected load of
21,079 MW upto March, 2007. Total installed generation capacity is 6201 MW ending March
2007, out of which 3119 MW is from own Power Houses, 1257 MW from Common Pool
Projects i.e. under Bhakra Beas Management Board (B.B.M.B.), 61 MW from Punjab Energy
Development Agency (PEDA) & R.S.T.P. Jalkheri and 1764 MW is Punjab’s share from
Central Sector Power Projects. The demand for power in the State is arising sharply on
account of rapidly increasing use of electrical energy for agricultural operations, progressive
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industrialization, living standard of residents and intensive rural electrification programme.
P.S.E.B. has released 2,41,715 connections during 2007-08 to various categories of consumers
and to provide qualitative power supply, it had laid a vast net work of transmission lines and sub
stations. There were 646 Grid sub stations with 14601 Ckt kms of transmission lines at the end
of March, 2007. There are 47 sub stations of 220 KV, 76 sub stations of 132 KV, 430 sub
stations of 66 KV and 93 sub stations of 33 KV in the State.

2.11 Department of Employment, Punjab had a reservoir of 4,62,952 unemployed persons
with different levels of education and experience as on 30th June, 2006, which decreased to
4,39,401 as on 30th June 2007 and number of educated unemployed persons have decreased
from 3,57,913 to 3,40,687 during the same period. But these figures do not accurately mirror the
unemployment situation in Punjab as they pertain to only those unemployed persons who register
with the employment exchanges in search of assistance in finding gainful employment. In
addition, there may be large number of persons who have not got their names registered with
the employment exchanges and those who might have registered because they are looking for
a better employment prospect through the efforts of employment exchanges. But since these
are the only agencies, which maintain record of unemployed, figures of the Department of
Employment, have to be relied upon.

Due to Government’s policy of restructuring of the departments in the public sector,
certain posts have been abolished. Due to the liberal and motivational Industrial Policy of Govt.
of Punjab, number of units established in private sector have increased to 3714 as on 30th

September, 2006 as compared to 3267 as on 30th September, 2005.

Placement in the private sector can also be tapped well by strengthening and modernizing
the infrastructure of the Department so that it can provide requisite manpower to the private
sector. For this a scheme of computerization of Employment Department has been technically
sanctioned by Department of Information Technology and required software is being prepared
by NIC. On approval, it will be implemented throughout Punjab which will enable candidates
and employers to avail of employment schemes through internet.

Prospects

2.12  The State is facing a difficult fiscal situation. The revenue receipts of the State are not
keeping pace with the fast growing revenue expenditure. The revenue deficit of the State has
increased from Rs. 1240.25 crore in 2005-06 to Rs. 1748.69 crore in 2006-07 (without taking
into account the grant-in-aid on account of waiver of  Special Term Loans received  from Govt.
of India) . The fiscal deficit has also gone up from Rs. 2653.97 crore in 2005-06 to Rs. 4383.58
crore in 2006-07. The State Govt. is, however, taking steps to control the revenue deficit. As
per the Budget Estimates 2007-08, it is expected to come down to Rs. 1429.49 crore in the
current year.
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2.13 The State is facing a burgeoning debt burden. The State’s borrowings have increased
alarmingly on account of its requirements to fund the non-plan and plan expenditure. The total
debt stock at the end of the fiscal 2006-07 was Rs. 48344 crore. Increase in debt has also led
to increase in interest outgo, which has gone up from Rs. 3715.16 crore in 2005-06 to
Rs. 4151.78 crore at the end of 2006-07 and will further increase in the current year. However,
the State is committed to restore fiscal health of the State and keep the debt under control
through prudent debt management.

2.14 Punjab had made considerable progress in food grains production. The State has
contributed 69.5 lakh tonnes of wheat and 78.3 lakh tonnes of rice to the central pool in
2006-07 . The production of wheat and rice during 2006-07 was 145.96 and 101.38 lakh tonnes
respectively.

In order to improve the sustainability of paddy-wheat system being practised by the
farmers in the state, stress was laid on popularization of low water conservation techniques
specially, zero tillage technology, raised bed plantations and sprinkler irrigation, etc. The zero
tillage technology has been adopted by the farmers on a large scale, which not only saves
money and power but also leads to increase in yield. It helps farmers in saving Rs. 2000/- per
hectares on account of diesel alone due to timely sowing . Due to its benefits, wheat area under
zero tillage which was only 750 hectares in 2000-01 has increased to 5.35 lakh hectare during
Rabi in 2006-07.

The judicious use of ground water is the top priority of the state to conserve its natural
resources. The farmers under Micro-Management Water Plan scheme are provided subsidy for
adopting Zero Till drill and Strip-Till drills. There are 2630 sprinklers and 4452 drip irrigation units
in the State as per 2000-01 minor irrigation census. However, compared to States of southern
India, Punjab is far behind in the use of water efficient Irrigation Technologies.

2.15 Under the Horticulture programme in the State, an area of 2,25,000 hectares has been
brought under Horticulture crops up to 31st March, 2007. An additional area of 4000 hectares
under different fruits and 5000 hectares under vegetables has been targeted during 2007-08. To
improve the quality of the Perlette variety of grapes by applying improved techniques like
brushing, girdling and Gibberalic acid treatment, etc. an area of 680 acres was covered for
which financial help to the tune of Rs. 4.25 lakh was given to grape growers. Further 16.08 lakh
good quality nursery fruit plants were distributed from the Government as well as private
registered nurseries in the State. To establish new orchards, an amount of Rs. 5.97 lakh was
disbursed through the Punjab State Cooperative Agriculture Development Bank (PADB) and
other commercial banks in the form of institutional loans. A quantity of 25,292 Qtls. of Potato
Seed and 336 Qtls. of other vegetables seeds were produced in 10 Government Vegetable
Seed Farms during 2006-07.
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2.16 Punjab Agri Export Corporation Limited (PAGREXCO) has emerged as a nodal entity
for coordinating horticultural and agri processing and export activities in the State. The activities
handled by it are as under:

Juice Dispensing Activity:  99 juice dispensing units are in operation to promote horticultural
and agro based industries.

Corpus Fund:  The State Government created a corpus fund for implementation of specific
schemes for the promotion of agri exports from the State including financial assistance to
exporters/growers in infrastructure, transport etc, to promote research & development in
horticulture/agriculture and to promote and provide financial assistance for creation of Cool
Chain Infrastructure. Under this scheme, the corpus fund has provided the financial assistance
to 9 cold stores and subsidies worth Rs. 465.00 lakh have been given upto 2006-07 in the State
of Punjab.

Food Park : PAGREXCO set up first Food Park in joint sector with M/S Idma Laboratories
under the name and style of Punjab Agri Food Parks Limited in district Fatehgarh Sahib at a
project cost of Rs. 15.10 crore.

Food Marts:   It was proposed to set up refrigerated Food Marts at strategic locations in
major towns in the State of Punjab where fresh sorted & graded fruits & vegetables as well as
processed fruit & vegetable products like juices, concentrates, tinned fruits, pickles etc, will be
sold. Eight sites have been allotted to PAGREXCO in Sectors 53,54 & 55 at Mohali for setting
up Food Marts.

Punjab Small Farmer’s Agri-Business Consortium (PSFAC): The function of PSFAC is
of catalytic agency to promote agri-business activities in the State of Punjab. It provides share
capital up to 50% to the small ventures of processing for the produce of the small/marginal
farmers. Till date PSFAC has provided venture capital assistance of Rs. 75.00 lac to Punjab
Agri Venture Limited, a joint sector Company of PAIC. The request of Satnam Agri Venture,
another joint sector Company of PAIC for release of venture capital assistance is pending with
PSFAC. The Councils had submitted project profiles with reference to 5 projects. They have
been requested to submit detailed project reports as required by PSFAC.

2 .17 The Punjab Dairy Development Board has been established under Punjab Dairy
Development Board Act, 2000 with the objective of providing milk producers with the
opportunities of getting a fair return for their labour and cost and to improve the profitability of
the dairy industry of the State and to frame policies and issue instructions for safeguarding the
interest of the milk producers, milk processors, dairy markets and consumers.It is an apex body
for planning, organizing and implementing the programmes of dairy development so as to promote
dairy sector on modern, scientific and commercially viable lines to enhance the quality of milk
and dairy products, make dairying a viable alternative vocation in the process of diversification
of agriculture and source for the transformation of farmers economy.
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During the year, the department has concentrated on strengthening of infrastructure
for training and quality control on milk and cattle feed. Infrastructure for 45 days Dairy
Entrepreneurship Training was provided at all the Dairy Training and Extension Centres of the
department and  a training named . “Automatic Milk Analyzers” also provided to all the districts
to strengthen the Milk Consumer Awareness Campaign. Quality Control Laboratory at Sangrur
has provided equipment for assessing various contents in feed samples and for detecting
Aflatoxin.

           The main focus had been to motivate farmers to set up commercial dairy farms of 20
and more milch animals with proper housing and feeding facilities. During the year 2006-07,
1522 dairy farms/units were set up in all the 20 districts of the state. The measure resulted in
providing direct and indirect employment to 2435 persons. For the year 2007-08 a target of
setting up of 1500 units has been fixed and direct and indirect employment will be provided to
2400 persons. It is envisaged to motivate dairy farmers for value addition to milk by imparting
training to them to convert milk into paneer, lassi, makhan at farm level besides training in
management of animals.

2.18 For providing efficient and effective veterinary services with scientific methods to the
livestock, a network of 1367 veterinary hospitals and 1485 veterinary dispensaries have been
established upto 30th September, 2007. Besides this, 10 district level veterinary polyclinics have
been set up for providing specialized multidisciplinary veterinary services to the precious livestock
in the State. A Regional Disease Diagnostic laboratory has been set up in the existing premises
of Animal Health Institute, Jalandhar for providing accurate and latest timely diagnostic facilities
to help the veterinarians to administer accurate type of treatment of precious livestock of
Northern States. The Government also established  Guru Angad  Dev University of Veterinary
and Animal Sciences at Ludhiana.

2.19 To encourage a blue revolution, an area of 1052.78 hectares was brought under fish
culture against the target of 1048 hectares during the year 2006-07. During the year 2007-08
upto 30th September,2007 an area of 697.65 hectares has been brought under pisciculture
against the target of 1050 hectares.

2.20 For the promotion of Mushroom, 42645 spawn bottles were produced and supplied to
10146 families in 407 adopted villages under door to door cultivation of mushroom campaigns.
Under Sericulture’s scheme, 26,327 Kg. cocoons were produced and 1.00 lakh mulberry plants
were supplied to the silk worm rearers in the sub-mountain districts of Ropar, Hoshiarpur and
Gurdaspur during 2005-06.
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2.21 Under the refinance support of National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development
(NABARD), the Punjab State Co-operative Agricultural Development Bank has advanced
loans amounting to Rs. 378.26 crore during the year 2006-07. An amount of Rs. 117.54 crore
has been advanced upto 30.9.2007 as against the target of Rs. 417.25 crore during the year
2007-08.

2.22 The Punjab Small Industries and Export Corporation (PSIEC) has so far developed 38
Industrial Focal Points in 28 towns in the state, where 11,059 plots of various sizes have been
developed, out of which 9,339 plots have been allotted upto 31.3.2007. The development work
of Amritsar Phase-III is in progress. Apart from this, under Industrial Housing Scheme a total
number of 2,892 residential plots of various sizes have been developed with the approval of the
State Government. Out of these, 2,387 plots have been allotted upto 31.3.2007 in existing Focal
Points.

2.23 The role of the Punjab State Industrial Development Corporation Limited (PSIDC), a
prime organization of the State Government for the promotion of large & medium scale industries
has declined overtime. During 2006-07, one industrial project, which was partially commissioned
in 2005-06, had started commercial production . This project involved a capital outlay of Rs. 27
crores and employment potential for about 250 persons. Another project, which was also partially
commissioned in 2005-06 had started commercial production on 31.10.2007 i.e. during the year
2007-08. This project involved a capital outlay of Rs. 25 crores and employment potential for
about 250 persons.

2.24 Punjab Information & Communication Technology Corporation Limited. (Punjab
Infotech) earlier known as Punjab State Electronics Development & Production Corporation
Limited was incorporated in 1976. Punjab Infotech is a state Government undertaking engaged
in the promotion of Information Technology, I.T.Enabled Services, Communication and Electronics
industry in the state of Punjab. The corporation has developed Mohali as a hub of Electronics
and Information Technology Industry. Various prestigious National and International companies
like Quark city, Dell, INFOSYS, Semi-conductor Complex Ltd., Godrej-GE and PUNCOM
have their presence in Mohali.

Punjab Infotech is also committed to take Information Technology to the grassroots in
Punjab. More than 140 franchise centres of CAL-C (Centre of Advance Learning in Computers)
are already providing education in the field of Computer Software and hardware all over Punjab
and many more are in the offing.To fulfil the growing need of trained manpower for ITES
Sector Industry, Punjab Infotech has also initiated establishment of BPO (Business Process
Outsourcing) Training Centres in Punjab.
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  There has been tremendous growth in software export from Punjab region
recording an increase from Rs. 271.66 crores in 2004-05 to Rs. 420.15 crores in 2005-06 and
Rs. 500.38 crores in 2006-07. Twenty four Software Export units have been registered under
STPI scheme in Mohali during 2006-07 raising total number of units to 260. Government of
India has sanctioned another STPI centre which is proposed to be set up at Patiala.

 QUARK Media House, USA, has made Punjab as its Indian base is already
operating R&D Centre in Mohali having an area of 46 acers for office space with a team of
more than 600 IT professionals. This infrastructure would attract fresh investments by the
knowledge Industry creating employment potential for more than 7000. Quark Media House
alone has contributed Rs. 95.97 crores to Foreign Exchange earning from the state during the
year 2006-07. E2E Serwiz Solutions of Tata group, Reliance Infocomm, Hutchison Eschar
Telecom, Rakhra Technologies and Dell International Services have also started their operation
in Punjab in the areas of IT, ITES and Telecommunication which are likely to generate huge
employment opportunities. SME Business Services Ltd., a joint venture company of Punjab
Infotech has also initiated its operations in Mohali to assist small and medium enterprises in
increasing the export of their products.

Punjab has realized that both BPO and ITES industry are the potential sectors most
suitable for the state and it has great potential to substantially increase its share of contribution
in the total BPO revenue. During 2006-07, Punjab’s BPO industry  has contributed significantly
with over 7000 professionals working in this sector in the State and quite a large number of
professionals from this region are working in BPO companies located in Gurgaon, Bangalore,
Hyderabad and other ITES centres. Through its ITES policy and initiatives, Punjab has positioned
itself to be the defacto BPO destination in India and capture a large portion of India’s BPO and
ITES opportunities by strengthening Punjab’s value proposition. Towards this end, Government
of Punjab has developed its investor focused ITES and IT industry.

2.25 The value of commodities exported from the State during the year 2004-05 and
2005-06 was worth Rs. 7,914.35 crore and Rs. 9,655.91 crore respectively. During the year
2006-07, exports were to the tune of Rs.11,797.68 crores, an increase of 22.18%.
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AGRICULTURE

‘If agriculture goes wrong, nothing else can go right’

Punjab has played a vital role in transforming the country’s image from a food grain
deficit nation to a self sufficient and stable economy. Agriculture continues to be an important
driver, in State economy, as according to quick estimates, it has contributed 20.65% to Gross
State Domestic Product at constant prices (1999-2000) during 2006-07 and, as per 2001 census,
around 39% of the working population of the State is employed in this Sector.

1.2 There is no more scope to increase area under agriculture in the State as it has already
reached at saturation level where almost 98.9% of cultivable land is under plough. To overcome
this problem, it has been observed that diversification in the farm sector is need of the hour. It
is envisaged so as to achieve some long term benefits as: optimum utilization of natural resources
especially soil and water, maintaining sustainability in ecological and environmental field; and
stability in productivity and income, etc.
 Area under Crops

1.3 During the year 1970-71, the area under cultivation was 40.53 lakh hectares, which
increased to 41.84 lakh hectares in 2006-07, showing an increase of 3.2 %. Cropping intensity,
which reveals percentage of gross  area sown to net area sown, enhanced from 140 in 1970-71
to 188 in 2006-07. The present agriculture cropping pattern in the State is dominated by the
wheat- paddy rotation causing degradation in soil fertility and fall in the underground water
table. Wheat and paddy cover major portion of the gross cropped area as area under these two
crops has increased to 77% in 2006-07 from 47% in 1970-71.  However, area under wheat has
decreased slightly from 34.68 lakh hectares in 2005-06 to 34.67 lakh hectares in 2006-07
showing a decrease of 0.03% which is expected to increase to 34.80 lakh hectares during
2007-08(P). Similarly, the area under Paddy has decreased from 26.42(P) lakh hectares in
2005-06 to 26.21 (P) lakh hectares in 2006-07 showing a decrease of 0.8%. The area under
paddy is expected to be 26.17 lakh hectares in 2007-08(P) (Table 1.1).

Agricultural Production

1.4 The total food grains production in Punjab has increased significantly over the last few
decades, especially in the post Green Revolution period. In 1970-71, production of food grains
was 73.05 lakh metric tons, which increased to 253.09 lakh metric tons in 2006-07(P) registering
more than three fold increase. At the beginning of the decade i.e. in 1990-91, production of food
grains was 192.18 lakh metric tons. Wheat and rice played a major role in pushing up agricultural

1
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production. The production of rice has increased from 65.06 lakh metric tonnes in 1990-91 to
101.38 lakh metric tonnes in 2006-07 (P) showing an increase of 56 percent. Similarly, the
production of wheat has increased from  121.59 lakh metric tons in 1990-91  to 145.96 lakh
metric tons during 2006-07(P) registering an increase of 20% (Table 1.2).

1.5 The production of sugarcane (in terms of Gur) increased from 4.86 lakh metric tons in
2005-06 to 6.02 lakh metric tons in 2006-07 (P) showing an increase of 23.9%. It was 6.01 lakh
metric tons in 1990-91. The production of oil seeds has shown a decreasing trend from
0.91 lakh metric tons in 2005-06 to 0.78 lakh metric tons in 2006-07 (P). The decrease in the
production of oil seeds is mainly due to the decrease in the area under oil seeds. The other food
grain crops in the State are maize, bajra, barley, gram and pulses whose share in total food
grains is just 2.27 percent in 2006-07. The production of cotton (cleaned) increased from 23.95
lakh bales in 2005-06(P) to 26.78 lakh bales (P) in 2006-07 showing an increase of 11.82%.
The increase in production is mainly due to increase in area and  yield of this crop (Table 1.2).

1.6 The Index of Agricultural Production (all commodities) rose from 269.55 in 1990-91 to
366.21 during 2006-07(P) showing an overall increase of 35.86%. (Table 1.3)

1.7 The production of food grains is likely to be 256.81 lakh metric tonnes in 2007-08(P) as
against 253.09 lakh metric tonnes production in the previous year. The production of rice is
expected to increase from 101.38 lakh metric tonnes in 2006-07(P) to 104.39 lakh metric
tonnes in 2007-08(P) and the production of pulses is likely to increase from 0.24 lakh metric
tonnes in 2006-07 (P) to 0.26 lakh metric tonnes in 2007-08(P). Similarly, the production of
sugarcane(Gur) is also expected to increase from 6.02 lakh metric tonnes in 2006-07(P) to be
6.95 lakh metric tonnes (P) in 2007-08 (Table 1.2).

Yield Rates of Principal Crops

1.8 Yield rates in Kgs per hectare of various crops during 2006-07(P) were as follows:
wheat 4210, rice 3868, maize 3123, gram 1010, sugarcane (Gur) 6083, cotton (American) 763,
cotton (desi) 531 , rape seed and mustard 1119, groundnut 865 and sunflower 1500 (Table 1.4).

High Yielding Varieties

1.9 During the year 2006-07, 100 % area of wheat, rice and bajra and 95% area of maize
were under high yielding varieties (Table 1.5).

Fruits and Vegetables

1.10 During the year 2006-07, 0.57 lakh hectares were under fruits. Kinnow, orange, malta,
lemon, guava, pear, mango and grapes are the main fruits grown in Punjab. Total production
reported under these fruits 8.31 lakh metric tons for the year 2006-07.
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1.11 The total area under all vegetable crops increased from 1.06 lakh hectares in 2005-06
to 1.10 lakh hectares in 2006-07 showing an increase of  3.8%. Potato, with an area of 0.76
lakh hectares in 2006-07, is the major vegetable crop of the State. The integration of fruits and
vegetables production with their processing will not only add value to the crops of farmers but
will also open up big employment opportunities in the State.

Irrigation

1.12 The State is being served by the excellent net work of irrigation facilities.  Canals and
tubewells are the main sources of irrigation. In the State, 97.5% of the net area sown and
97.4 percent of gross area sown was irrigated in 2006-07. Irrigation intensity1 during this period
was 188 though the State is facing a problem of declining water level. There is an urgent need
to optimize the utilization of available surface water through augmentation of the old canal
system (Table 1.5).

Consumption of Fertilizers

1.13 Fertilizers, the most important component of new agrarian technology, play a very
important role in enhancing the agricultural production in the State. Since the introduction of
high yielding varieties, the consumption of chemical fertilizers has been increasing steadily.
Total consumption of NPK in Punjab has increased from 12.20 lakh nutrient tonnes in 1990-91
to 16.92 lakh nutrient tonnes in 2006-07. Consumption of chemical fertilizers (NPK) per hectare
of gross cropped area has also increased from 163 Kgs in 1990-91 to 215 Kgs per hectare in
2006-07. The use of bio-fertilizer is being made popular among the farmers with the efforts of
State Govt. (Table 1.5).

Contribution to Central Pool

1.14 Punjab leads other States in terms of contribution of wheat and rice to Central Pool. It
contributed 75.3 percent of wheat and 31.2 percent of rice to Central Pool in 2006-07 (P).The
total contribution of wheat and rice  to the  Central Pool has increased from 115.6 lakh tonnes
in 1990-91 to 147.8 lakh tonnes during 2006-07 (P) consisting of  69.5 lakh tonnes of wheat and
78.3 lakh  tonnes of rice (Table 1.6).

Marketing and Storage Facilities

1.15 Marketing and storage facilities are crucial components of post harvest technology. As
on 31st March, 2007 there were 145 regulated markets in Punjab. The average number of
villages and area served per market was 85 and 347 (sq. kms.) respectively in 2006-07. The
total storage capacity for foodgrains decreased from 192.45. lakh tonnes in 2005-06 to 185.20
lakh tonnes in 2006-07 which comprises of 139.22 lakh tonnes of covered and 45.98 lakh
tonnes of open capacity (Table 1.7).

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Livestock and Poultry

1.16 Livestock also plays an important role in the economy of the State which contributed
10.66% to the Gross State Domestic Product (GSDP) at constant (1999-2000) prices in
2006-07(Q). The per capita availability of milk in the State was 939 grams per day in 2006-07.
There are 59 milk plants and chilling centers in running condition in the State. The production of
poultry eggs was 3774 million in 2006-07.

Crop Diversification

1.17 After pioneering the Green revolution, Punjab has taken crop diversification and grown-
to- order contract farming to new, successful dimensions. Diversification to high value and less
water intensive crops started with introduction of high yielding varieties of seed of alternate
crops like Basmati, Maize, Moong during Kharif season and Rape seed Mustard(Hyola),
Sunflower, Malting Barley, Durum Wheat and Spring Maize during Rabi in 2002 with an area of
22312 acres, in Hyola, Sunflower, Malting, Barley and Maize . Detail information is given in
table no. 1.8.

1.18 During 2003-04 an area of 1.87 lac acres, during 2004-05 an area of 2.45 lac acres and
during 2005-06 an area of 2.16 lac acres, during 2006-07 an area of 2.37 lac acres was brought
under the identified Rabi and Kharif crops. The area under the programme has been going up
and during the year 2007-08 an area of 3.43 lac acres is proposed to be brought under the
identified crops. Till date more than 9 lac acres has been brought under Contract Farming
touching 1 lac farmer families.

With introduction of new crops, the most critical aspect is to win faith/confidence of
the farmer, which is being done by assuring him of guaranteed buy back of  his produce. The
farmers are given the option for fixed price/market related price contract for buy back. Punjab
Agro Food grains Corporation(PAFC) presence in the market improves the prices thereby the
contracted farmers get assured price and non-contracted growers also benefit from the
improved prices in the mandis.

 In order to ensure availability of quality seeds PAFC have tied up with seed companies
of repute namely Advanta, Pioneer, Monsanto, Syngenta etc. and brought high yielding  varieties
of Maize, Sunflower, Basmati, Barley and  Hyola etc. Long-term arrangements are being made
to ensure sufficient quantity and quality of seed being available to the farmers.

ENERGY

“The most important single factor contributing towards economic
growth is availability of power.”

Ruddar Dutt
Energy is one of the prime movers of an economy. Adequate and reliable availability of

power is indispensable for sustained growth of the economy. Renewable and non-renewable
sources of energy are the two constituents of energy. Renewable sources of energy include
hydro-power, fuel wood, bio-gas, solar, wind, geo-thermal and tidal power. Non-renewable sources
of energy include coal, oil and gas. As there are no coal mines or oil wells, geo-thermal and tidal
power available in Punjab, the State is dependent mainly on thermal, hydel and solar power.

2.2 Energy in the form of electricity is a crucial input in the process of economic development.
The performance of all important sectors of the economy ranging from agriculture to commerce
and industry depends on the availability, cost and quality of power. To meet the rising electricity
demand, optimum utilization of the power generated, substantial reduction of transmission and
distribution losses, maximizing generation from the existing capacity is utmost necessary. The
main sources of power in the State all along have been hydro electric power and thermal
power. Three perennial rivers flow through the State and these along with falls on the canals
are being exploited to generate electricity. For thermal power, the State has three power stations
at Bathinda, Ropar and Lehra Mohabbat. Rice straw plant of 10 MW at Jalkheri has been
leased out w.e.f. 24.7.02.  For thermal power, coal has to be transported from distant places.
As most of the days are sunny during the year, therefore, the scope for solar energy is very
wide in the State. Bio-gas can also meet the requirements of rural people to some extent. So
there is a need to explore new avenues like nuclear power, wind power and strengthening of
solar power system to generate energy.

ELECTRICITY

Installed plant capacity

2.3 The installed plant capacity for electric power generation in the State is 4626 MW in
2007-08 (R.E) as compared to 4375 MW during previous year. Respective figures for Steam
and Hydro are 2370 MW and 2256 MW respectively, in 2007-08 against 2120 MW and
2255 MW in the previous year.

Plant load factor

2.4 Thermal power plants are expected to generate a plant load factor of 90.41 % during
2007-08 (RE) as against 85.00 % during 2006-07.(Table 2.2)

2
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Electrical energy availability
2.5 The total energy availability in the State is estimated to 41739 Million KWH during
2007-08 (RE) against 37691 Million KWH during 2006-07 . During 2007-08 (RE) the generation
of electricity from Hydro and Steam /Thermal plants has been targeted at 9230 Million KWH
and 15659 Million KWH respectively. The anticipated purchase from other power plants is
expected to be 16850 million KWH (Table 2.3).
 2.6 Hydel power development constitutes a major thrust area in the energy development
programme. In this sector, micro hydel power development is not only economical but also the
most environment friendly renewable energy programme.  State is taking advantage of the
available mini falls on the canals to tap this source to good effect. During 2007-08, the target for
generation of 8 million KWH of electricity from micro hydel power has been fixed.
Electrical energy sold
2.7 During 2007-08, 65.68 % of total energy sold is expected to consume by Industries and
Agriculture sectors as compared to 66.33 % in the previous year. Percentage of energy sold to
different categories of consumers is given in table 2.4.
Average revenue realised per unit
2.8 While comparing the cost of generation of electricity per unit with the average revenue
per unit during recent years, it is evident that the Punjab State Electricity Board is facing per unit
losses. Per unit average revenue and cost during different years is given in the following table.

2.9 The average revenue realized per unit during 2007-08 IRD for domestic, industrial,
public lighting and commercial consumers is expected to be Rs. 2.81, 3.98, 4.43 and Rs. 4.41
respectively against  Rs. 2.71 , 3.68, 4.38 and  Rs. 4.43 respectively in 2006-07.(Table2.5)

Tubewells energized

2.10 High yielding varieties of seeds and use of chemical fertilizers have generated a great
demand for irrigation facilities. The increasing demand is being met by energising more tubewells/
pumping sets. As many as 38930 tubewells were energised during 2006-07 thus bringing the
cumulative number of energized tubewells to 970139 in the state. The year-wise data regarding
tubewells energised is given in Table 2.6.

Transmission and Distribution Losses

2.11 Transmission and distribution is another area where special focus is needed. As per
estimates of Punjab State Electricity Board, transmission and distribution losses (Technical &
Non Technical) were 25.07 % and 23.92 % during 2005-06 and 2006-07 respectively.  These
are estimated to decline to 22.70 % during 2007-08. There is vast scope to curb these losses in
the State. The energy saved from such losses will increase its availability.

Consumption of Petroleum Products

2.12 The consumption of petrol in 2006-07 (P) was 444135 M Tonnes which was 0.82 %
more than that of 2005-06(P). The consumption of high speed diesel in 2006-07 (P) was 2486121
M Tonnes which was 1.33 % more than that of 2005-06(P). The consumption of kerosene oil
slightly increased in 2006-07(P) by 0.04 % as compared to previous year. The number of LPG
connections as on 31st March has increased from 40.87 lakh in 2005-06(P) to 44.43 lakh in
2006-07(P) reflecting an increase of 8.71 % (Table 2.7).

Bio-gas Plants

2.13  Bio-gas plants not only provide energy in a clean and non polluted form in rural areas
but also produce nitrogen enriched manure for increasing crop production. During 2006-07,
Department of Agriculture, Punjab and Punjab Energy Development Agency has installed 289
and 1500 Bio-gas Plants respectively.   The year- wise information in this context is given in
(Table 2.8).

Solar Thermal System

2.14 Solar Energy Programme is aimed at supplementing thermal energy requirements
by harnessing solar energy at different temperature by directly converting it into heat energy.
500  one light and one fan Domestic Home Light System (D.H.LSs), 500 two lights  DHLSs,
40 one light DHLSs and 750 Solar Street Lights are installed by Punjab Energy Development
Agency during 2006-07 (Table 2.9).
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  INDUSTRY

‘Industry is the soul of business and the keystone of prosperity’

 Industrial Sector plays an important role in the Economic Development of a country.
This sector contributed 14.49% (Q) of the Gross State Domestic Product for the State of
Punjab during 2006-07. Although Punjab is primarily an agrarian state, yet its future lies in the
development of industry mainly through development of agro- based, service and knowledge
based industries. During the past few years, certain industries have been feeling the pressure
of the liberalized economic regime as a result of which declining trend has been observed in the
industrial growth as there are lesser incentives in Punjab as compared to neighbouring states of
Himachal Pradesh & Haryana. Keeping this in view, State Government is in the process of
finalising new Industrial Policy in consultation with United Nations Industrial Development
Organisation (UNIDO) specifically to suggest policy interventions required for boosting industrial
development in the State.

The Department of Industries & Commerce has also streamlined the system of approval
and monitoring of mega projects in a time bound period   as a result of which, 264 Mega
Industrial Manufacturing, Industrial Park, Multiplex and Hotel Projects with proposed investment
of Rs.60065.12 crore have been approved by State Government for implementation during
2007-08 (upto 31st Dec 2007). 9 more new manufacturing mega projects with investment of
about Rs.1401 crore have been approved by Empowered Committee during 2007-08 (upto 31st

Dec 2007).

Large and Medium Scale Units

3.2 There has been greater emphasis on technical and professional education in the
State and every year a large number of professionally qualified persons are joining the skilled
work force. In view of the large turn out of the technically and professionally skilled manpower,
there has to be a strong linkage between educational institutes and the industrial sector. Large
and Medium units have more potential to absorb technically trained and skilled manpower.
Moreover, working conditions and emoluments, etc. are also more attractive and acceptable
for the rural Punjabi youth as compared to small scale units.

 There were 525 large and medium scale units during the year 2005-06, with a fixed
investment of Rs. 24134 crore which provided employment to 2.13 lakh persons with a turnover
of Rs. 36774 crore. This number increased to 586 units with a fixed investment of Rs. 25000
crore which provided employment to 2.31 lakh persons with a turn over of Rs. 37500 crore during

3
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the year 2006-07 (P). It is expected that the number of these units are likely to be increased to 611
in the year 2007-08 (P) with a fixed investment of Rs.25500 crore which will generate employment
for 2.35 lakh persons with an estimated output of Rs.39000 crore.

Small Scale Units

3.3 Industrial Scenario in Punjab is dominated by Small Scale Industrial units.  The
promotion of small scale industries has been regarded as an important element of the development
strategy. Many programmes and policies have been formulated overtime to protect and promote
small scale industry in the State. The main emphasis of the various industrial policies have been
on the grant of subsides/incentives to various industrial units. During the year 2005-06, there
were 204522 Small Scale Units with a fixed investment of Rs.5106 crore which generated
employment to 9.51 lakh persons with a production value of Rs.30874 crore. This number
increased to 205222 units with a fixed investment of Rs.5500 crore which provided employment
to 9.64 lakh persons with the production value of Rs. 35000 crore during the year
2006-07(P).During the year 2007-08 (P) the number of these units are expected to increase to
206222 with a fixed investment of Rs.5700 crore which will provide employment to 9.73 lakh
persons with a turnover of Rs.38000 crore.

The Punjab State Agro Industries Corporation (PAIC)

3.4 Agro-processing Industry in Punjab is presently confined to low value addition
items like oil extraction, manufacture of bakery items, milling etc. The major reason for absence
of high value addition food processing is that it requires major investment in infrastructure in
terms of cold chains, processing houses etc. Now private investors have started taking the
initiative to create such infrastructure themselves.

During the year 2005-06, three agro-based projects had been set up in the state
with the cost of Rs. 21.62 crore which provided employment to 225 persons. In 2006-07, one
project namely International Fresh Farmproducts (India) Ltd. had also been set up with the
cost of Rs. 9.25 crore which provided employment to 200 persons. PAIC had contributed
Rs. 0.21 crore in this project. During 2007-08 three projects are likely to be set up with the cost
of Rs. 154.75 crore  and will provide  employment to 525 persons  for which PAIC  will
contribute Rs. 10.21 crore.

Punjab Information & Communication Technology Corporation (INFOTECH)

3.5 Information Technology is an area where Punjab has an advantage over many
other destinations because it offers a better quality of life. Punjab was not able to attract much
investment in this field over the past few years because of competition from better established
centers like Bangalore, Hyderabad and Chennai. With the saturation of infrastructure at these
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places, major I.T. companies are looking for alternate destinations and Punjab has been on the
priority list of many of them. DELL Computer have already started their operations from
S.A.S. Nagar (Mohali) in a state-of-art park being developed by another I.T. Company, namely
Quark Media House Pvt. Ltd. TCS & WIPRO are also setting up their facilities at Mohali.

During 2005-06, the Corporation has implemented six projects with a cost of
Rs. 224.00 crore which provided employment to 1750 persons. In 2006-07, the Corporation has
implemented two projects with the cost of Rs.82.00 crore and provided employment to
1000 persons. During 2007-08, against the fixed target to invest Rs. 50.00 crore and  providing
employment to 1000 persons , the corporation has invested Rs.30.00 crore and provided
employment to 350 persons.

Punjab State Industrial Development Corporation (PSIDC)

3.6       The Punjab State Industrial Development Corporation plays an important role for
the promotion of large and medium scale industries. One  project dealing in fresh frozen meat
namely M/S MK Overseas Limited, New Delhi had been set up by the PSIDC during 2006-07
with  a cost of Rs.27.00 crore which provided employment to 250 persons. During 2007-08, one
project of fresh frozen meat M/S. Abott Cold Storage Pvt. Ltd. which was partially commissioned
during 2005-06 has started commercial production as on 31.10.07. This project has been
implemented at cost of Rs.25.00 crore and provided employment to 250 persons.

3.7         The biggest single project in the State is Guru Gobind Singh Refinery at Bathinda
being implemented jointly by the Hindustan Petroleum Corporation Ltd.and Mittal Group of
Industries. The investment within Punjab is nearly Rs.19,000 crore.The proposed capacity is
9 million tonnes per annum. Implementation of the Refinery has been on hold for quite some
time but now the State Government has pursued the matter with Government of India and the
project is under implementation with NRI  Shri L. N. Mittal becoming a stake holder in this
flagship industrial project.

Punjab Small Industries and Export Corporation (PSIEC)

3.8         Punjab Small Industries and Export Corporation is a Nodal Agency for promotion
of exports and nominated agency for the implementation of Central Government Scheme known
as Assistance to State for Development of Export Infrastructure and Allied Activities (ASIDE).
Upgradation of infrastructure like roads, street lights, sewerage, water supply etc.is being
undertaken at Industrial Focal Points by the PSIEC. An amount of Rs.45.00 Crore is being
provided to Punjab Small Industries & Export Corporation for this purpose during the current
financial year. It is also proposed to implement Common Infrastructure Maintenance Act, under
which Representatives of Industry from Focal Point will be involved in maintenance of the
infrastructure in their Focal Point / Industrial area. In order to make available developed land to
industrial units, a new Industrial Focal Point is proposed to be set up on 194 acres of land on
Kapurthala-Subhanpur road.
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        Apart from above, the Apparel Exporters Association of Ludhiana (APPEAL)
in association with PSIEC is setting up an Appreal Park at Ludhiana at a total cost of
Rs.42.00 crore.

   The value of commodities exported from the State during the year   2006-07 has
increased to Rs. 11797.68 crore from Rs.9655.91 crore in 2005-06.

3.9 Government of India has notified two Special Economic Zones (SEZ) in Punjab,
one of which is for Pharmaceutical at Mohali and another for IT at Mohali. Formal approval
has been granted to other four SEZ projects for Engineering, Textile and IT. In addition, approval
has also been granted to nine other SEZ projects in principle. State Govt. is in the process of
formulating the State SEZ Act to further facilitate the implementation and grant of various
concessions to SEZ projects.

Punjab Financial Corporation (PFC)

3.10                 Punjab Financial Corporation provides medium and long term loans to the
entrepreneurs for assisting small, medium and large-scale units in the creation of fixed assets.
The Corporation has sanctioned loans amounting to Rs.0.26 crore for one Industrial unit during
the year 2006-07. A target to sanction an amount of Rs.60.00 crore has been fixed during
2007-08 for this purpose.

State Index of Industrial Production (IIP)

3.11      The State Index of Industrial Production (IIP) (base 1993-94=100) for registered
working factories compiled on the basis of 574 responding units has recorded a marginal increase
of 1.51 percent during 2006-07 over the previous year.

Industrial Production of selected items:

3.12 The production of selected items for registered Industrial units with base year
(1993-94=100) is given in table 3.3. The production of  items such as desi ghee, mustard/rape
seed oil, sugar, milk powder, milk (all kinds), rice (all kinds) , cattle feed, urea ’N’ content,
country wine, indian made foreign liquor, cotton yarn, woolen yarn, woolen hosiery, bar and
rods and cycle / rickshaw tyres showed an increase in the year 2006-07 over the year 2005-06.
However, production of items, viz biscuits, vanspati ghee, cotton cloth, angle channel and sections
and footballs recorded a fall during 2006-07 as compared to the previous year.
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EMPLOYMENT

“Generation of jobs for those who are now unemployed and those who will
 join the labour force in future years is only one, ablbeit important,

aspect of the development challenge.”

The generation of new employment opportunities has always remained a priority agenda
of the State Govt. Keeping this in view, the State Govt. has created a new department
‘Department of Employment Generation and Training, Punjab’. The main objectives of this
department are to develop a vision, strategy and policy framework for employment generation
and to suggest measures to derive synergy of the plans and programmes of various departments
working for employment generation to facilitate man power planning and vocational training
and to study the actual requirements of the market. The Department has also to assess available
skills and to take  effective  steps  to fill the gaps by way of  imparting training so as to make the
youth more skilled, competent , employable and competitive not only in the domestic but also in
the global market.

4.1 The department of  Employment Generation and Training is primarily responsible for
assisting  in providing  employment  in public and private sectors and also  providing vocational
guidance , counseling to the  persons for self employment. To achieve the said purpose,
employment department through 47 employment bureaus in the State register candidates, obtain
vacancies from employers and submit panels of candidates to the employers for placement in
such organisation. During the year 2007-08 an amount of Rs. 15.00 crores has been proposed
to be provided as one time ACA by the Govt. of India for this new scheme “Setting up of a new
Department of Employment Generation and Training.”

4.2 Apart from above, Punjab Youth Employment Generation and Training Board has been
constituted under the Chairmanship of Hon’ble Chief Minister and a number of committees and
sub-committees have been formed at the State and at District levels to frame the policy  and
guidance for Employment Generation in the State, to work out the overall strategy to tackle the
problem of unemployment in the State.

4.3 Some self employment schemes are being implemented by the various Departments/
Boards/Corporations to increase the employment opportunities in the State. The unemployed
youth is being guided about all such schemes so as to enable them to secure gainful employment
by setting up their own ventures. For this purpose, an outlay of Rs.467.50 crore has been
earmarked for proposed employment to be generated to 2136812 persons during 2007-08 through
self employment / wage employment and indirect employment.

4
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4.4 Employment in the organised sector (Public and Private) is continuously decreasing
after the year 2004 onwards. Out of the total organised employment, 4,39,073 (59.35 percent)
employees are in public sector and rest of the 300679 (40.65 percent) employees is in private
sector as on 31st March, 2007 (Table 4.1).

4.5 The magnitude of unemployment in Punjab continues to be a cause of serious
concern.The number of job seekers (both educated and uneducated) on the live registers
of employment exchanges at the end of March, 2006 was 4.66 lakhs, which  declined  to
4.42 lakhs in March,2007  and further to 4.33 lakhs in Sept, 2007 . The total number of
educated unemployed persons in March, 2006 was 3.62 lakhs which decreased to
3.08 lakhs in March, 2007. It further increased to 3.09 lakhs in Sept, 2007. Out of the total
educated job seekers (76.23 percent) belonging to non-technical category and the remaining
(23.77 percent) have professional qualifications as on Sept., 2007. The number of remaining
all other categories of unemployed persons was 1.04 lakhs in March, 2006 which increased
to 1.34 lakh in March, 2007 and this number further decreased to 1.23 lakh at the end of
September, 2007(Table 4.2).

4.6 Foreign Employment & Training Bureau (FETB) is going to take the place of Overseas
Employment Cell which will now act as a Govt. agency to provide legal and easy way abroad
to the youth of Punjab who are desirous of finding employment in foreign countries. FETB is
being created under Punjab State Council for Employment Generation & Training (PSCEG&T)
which has already been registered as a Society under Firms & Societies Act, 1860. The primary
objective of the high powered Punjab State Council for Employment Generation & Training
(PSCEG&T) is to act as a Special Purpose Vehicle to implement various skill development
initiatives, vocational trainings, skill certifications, vocational training certifications,
self-employment trainings, entrepreneurship trainings schemes and programmes and other
initiatives relating to Employment/ Job creation and to improve the employability of Punjab
Youth to make them employable and competitive and to assist them in honourable placement in
job/ self-employment within the state, country or abroad.

4.7 The Govt. is seriously concerned with the plight of educated unemployed persons. To
tackle this problem, it has started many self- employment programmes for the unemployed
persons. In this direction, the Govt. has disbursed loan amounting to Rs.2131.67 lakhs to
3035 persons through financial institutions as against the target of 10100 persons under Prime
Minister Rozgar Yojana (PMRY) during 2007-08 upto 31.12.07.
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4.8 During the year 2003-04, two new schemes were launched by the   government namely
self-help groups and domestic and business help line. The first scheme is meant mainly to start
any kind of useful activities towards earning a livelihood. In the second scheme, groups of
unemployed persons who are registered with a particular employment exchange and possess
some kind of skill or technical know-how are formed to receive calls or demand for doing
service from employment officer.

4.9 The State Govt. is also providing unemployment allowance to educated unemployed
persons who are not adjusted in any gainful employment.  During the year 2006-07, an amount
of Rs.65.32 lakhs was distributed to 4803 such unemployed persons. An amount of Rs.21.73
lakhs has been distributed to 2092 unemployed persons from April 2007 to December 2007.

4.10 Besides the above, to identify the sub-sector and activities in all sectors of economy
where there is considerable scope for creating additional jobs and livelihood avenues, Govt.
is conducting a study, “Livelihood Strategies Across sectors in Punjab”. This study is sponsored
by UNDP/Planning Commission, Govt.of India. The main objective of the study is to estimate
the number and prepare the profile of unemployed persons especially women and the youth.
The study will prepare an effective and feasible strategy to create suitable employment and
Livelihood activities in private services, manufacturing, farm and non-farm sectors of the
state with special emphasis on the issues pertaining to women livelihood and youth employment.
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FINANCE, BANKING AND CREDIT

The revenue receipts of the State are not sufficient to meet non-plan revenue expenditure
of the State. The committed expenditure on salaries, pensions and interest payments pre-empted
80% of revenue receipts in 2006-07.The fiscal parameters of the State are not in good shape
with revenue deficit at Rs.1748.69 crore and fiscal  deficit  at 4383.58 crore at the end of
2006-07. The State is facing serious debt burden which is a cause of worry. The outstanding
debt at the end of 2006-07 was 48344 crore  which was more than 42% of GSDP and largely
unsustainable.

REVENUE ACCOUNT

Receipts

5.2 The receipts  on revenue account which were Rs. 16966.48 crore in 2005-06 (A)
rose to Rs.19874.98 crore in 2006-07(RE) and are Rs. 23159.54 crore as per 2007-08 (BE),
thus showing an increase of 17.14% in 2006-07 over 2005-06 and 16.53 % in 2007-08 over
2006-07. The State’s receipts from tax and non-tax revenue constitute a dominant component
of the budget which is 79.72%, 78.67 % and 75.55% in 2005-06 (A), 2006-07 (RE) and
2007-08 (BE) respectively. Out of total receipts on revenue account 20.28%, 21.33 % and
22.68%  were collected by way of transfer of resources from the Centre in the shape of State’s
share in Central Taxes and grants during the  year 2005-06 (A), 2006-07 (RE) and 2007-08
(BE) respectively (Table 5.1).

Expenditure

5.3 Expenditure on  revenue account which was Rs. 18206.73 crore in 2005-06 (A)
increased to Rs. 22065.58 crores in 2006-07 (RE) and is likely to be Rs. 24589.03 crore as per
2007-08 (BE), thus showing an increase of 21.19% in 2006-07 over 2005-06 and 11.44% in
2007-08 over 2006-07 (Table 5.2).

CAPITAL ACCOUNT

Receipts

5.4 Capital account receipts, which play a vital role in creating infrastructure in the
State, stood at Rs.2581.28 crore in 2005-06 (A) and increased to Rs.5430.54 crore in 2006-07
(RE). These receipts have increased to Rs 5710.86 crore as per 2007-08 (BE). Net loans from
the Centre are Rs. (-) 177.88 crore in 2005-06 (A), Rs. (-)190.13 crore in 2006-07 (RE) and
Rs. 257.29 crore in 2007-08 (BE) (Table 5.3).
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Expenditure

5.5 The Capital expenditure during 2005-06 (A) was Rs.1550.37 crore. This increased
to Rs.3772.09 crore in 2006-07(RE) and is Rs.4192.21 crore as per  2007-08(BE) (Table 5.4).

Overall Budgetary Position

5.6 The overall budgetary position was Rs. (-)127.82 crore during 2005-06 (A) which
decreased to Rs. (-) 659.97 crore during 2006-07(RE)  and is likely to  be  Rs. (-) 570.41 crore
as per Budget Estimates during 2007-08. On revenue account, the magnitude of deficit was
Rs.(-) 1240.25 crore in 2005-06 (A),  Rs.(-)2190.60 crore in 2006-07 (RE) which is estimated
to be Rs.(-)1429.49 crore as per budget estimates during 2007-08. The surplus on capital
account has increased from Rs.1030.91 crore in 2005-06 (A) to Rs.1658.45 crore in 2006-07
(RE) and is estimated to be decreased at Rs. 1518.65 crore as per budget estimates in 2007-08
(Table 5.5).

Net Transfer of Resources

5.7 Flow of resources from the Centre to the State is in the form of (a) share of central
taxes and duties; (b) plan and non-plan grants; and (c) plan and non-plan loans. There is a
return flow from the State to Centre as payments to Centre on account of interest and repayment
of accumulated loans from the Centre. The net flow of resources from the Centre was of the
order of Rs. 2961.80 crore in 2005-06(A) which increased to  Rs.4000.92 crore in 2006-07
(RE) and it is estimated to be increased at  Rs. 5463.73 crore  as per budget estimates during
2007-08 (Table 5.6).

Tax Ratio

5.8 The State Tax to Gross State Domestic Product ratio at current prices increased
from 7.13 % in 2004-05 (A) to 8.19 % in 2005-06 (A). As per quick estimates of Gross State
Domestic Product at current prices, this ratio is 7.91 % during 2006-07 (RE) (Table 5.7). Net
Per Capita tax realisation during 2006-07 worked out to Rs. 3587.47.

Small Savings Collection

5.9 Small Savings under various schemes has played a vital role in financing the state
annual plan. But the collections from Small savings have decreased from Rs.2692.62 crore in
2005-06 to Rs.1306.77 crore in 2006-07.(Table 5.8).

Banking and Credit

5.10 The total number of Banks working in the State as on 31st December, 2006 was
7782. Number of Indian Commercial Banks, Foreign Banks, Cooperative Banks, Primary
Agriculture Development Banks and Post Office Saving Banks was 2934, 6, 801, 89 and
3952 respectively  (Table 5.9).
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5.11 The credit deposit ratio (CD Ratio) reveals the entrepreneurial nature of the people
which plays a vital role in economic development of a State. This ratio in Punjab is very low as
compared to all India. On 31st December, 2006, it was 59.14% for Punjab as compared to
75.14% for the country as a whole (Table 5.10).

5.12 Scheduled Commercial Banks are advancing direct and indirect loans to the
agriculture sector. The amount of these advances (outstanding) as on the last Friday of the
March 2006 was Rs 10745.00 crore (Table 5.11).

Annual Plan

5.13 Size of Annual Plan 2007-08 was fixed at Rs.5111.00 crore showing an increase of
27.78% over the previous year. Major part of plan expenditure is on Social Services, which
accounts for 31.06% followed by Energy and Transport which accounts for 20.78 % and 16.95
% respectively of the total plan outlay for Rural development and Irrigation & Flood control is
6.87% and 12.72% respectively. The plan expenditure in 2006-07 was Rs. 5751.83 crore against
an approved plan outlay of Rs. 4000.00 crore showing 143.79 % plan utilisation. The
sector-wise approved outlay is given in (Table 5.12).
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PRICES

Inflation is an important indicator of Economic Stability. High rate of inflation not only
adversely affects individual households; but also it upsets all developmental works in the economy.
Poor people worst affected due to high rate of inflation as their purchasing power is already very
low. The rate of inflation is measured by the statistical device of index number of Prices.

The fiscal and monetary policies which have direct impact on the price situation
are exclusively in the domain of Government of India (GOI). In an open and liberalized economy,
the price situation in the country influences the price behaviour in the State also. The GOI has
a greater role in controlling the prices where as the State Government  has   limited role  in
checking the price rise in terms of maintaining an efficient public distribution system and by
controlling  black marketing, hoarding and profiteering along with its Fiscal policies. To monitor
prices, Wholesale Price Index and Consumer Price Index are being prepared by Economic and
Statistical Organization in Punjab.

Wholesale Price Index

 6.2 The State level Wholesale Price Index is based on the prices of  21 agricultural &
50 agricultural & non agricultural commodities as compared to the National Level Index of
primary articles which takes into account the price behavior of mainly the agricultural
commodities.

6.3 The Wholesale Price Index (WPI) in Punjab recorded an increase of 12.0 %
during 2006-07 as compared to an increase of 5.8 %  during 2005-06 with base(1979-80 to
1981-82 =100). At the National level, the wholesale price index of primary articles consisting of
mainly agricultural commodities (Base year 1993-94=100) has increased by 7.9 % in 2006-07
as against an increase of 2.9 % in 2005-06. Hence the rate of increase is positive both at the
State and National level during the year 2006-07 (Table 6.1). These two indices i.e. the
Wholesale Price Index at the State level and at the National level are not comparable due to the
variation in the basket of  number of commodities.

Consumer Price Index

6.4 The Consumer Price Index (CPI) for the Industrial workers (Base year 1987=100)
in Punjab has shown an increase of 5.0 percent in 2006-07 as against an increase of 5.9 percent
during 2005-06. At the National level the CPI had been prepared with the base year 1982=100
up to December,2005. Government of India revised the base year from 1982=100 to 2001=100
in 2006. Due to that, a decrease in CPI emerged in 2005-06 and 2006-07 at 16.5% and 71.2%
respectively (Table 6.2).
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Retail prices of essential commodities

6.5 A mixed trend has been observed in the retail prices of selected essential
commodities during the year 2007 as compared to year 2006. The prices of Onion   showed a
significant fluctuation during the year 2007 as compared to year 2006. Its maximum and minimum
prices have been recorded as Rs.21.75 and Rs. 9.06 per kg. respectively in 2007 as compared
to Rs.10.29 and Rs.6.11 per kg. in 2006.

6.6 During 2007, the retail prices of Onion, Moong Whole, Grams (Black), have
increased sharply by 87.80 %, 6.16 % and 9.55 % respectively as compared to 2006. A normal
increase have been noted in retail prices of Wheat atta, Rice coarse, Vanaspati ghee, Tea and
Tata salt by 5.35 %, 0.92 %, 5.02 %, 3.89 % and 1.89% respectively.  Contrary to it, the retail
prices of Sugar and Potatoes have decreased by 15.75 % and 10.98% during 2007 as compared
to 2006 (Table 6.3).

Minimum Wages

6.7 The minimum wage for agricultural labour in Punjab has increased by 3.85 % in
2007 against 4.64 % in 2006. The increase in minimum wage of skilled labour has been observed
as 2.62 % in 2007 as compared to 3.11 % in 2006. The details of wage rates are given in
(Table 6.4.)
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PUBLIC DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM

“PUBLIC DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM helps in ensuring supply of essential consumer
goods of mass consumption to people at reasonable prices

particular to weaker section of society.”

                  Public distribution system is a mechanism to protect the poor by controlling prices
of essential commodities. The State Govt. continued its vigil and control over hoarding, profiteering,
black marketing and speculation through “Consumer Protection Cell”. Nigran (vigilance)
committees have also been constituted by the Deptt. of Food and  Civil Supplies and Consumer
Affairs at district/sub-division/block level to look after and  monitor the Public Distribution
System. PUNSUP is also playing an important role in providing essential commodities. During
2007-08 (upto June 2007) A well organised Public Distribution System has been  maintained in
the state through a network of 14250 fair price shops.

7.2 During the year  2007-08, under the Targeted Public Distribution System (TPDS),
370727 below poverty line (BPL) families were provided 35 kg. of wheat per family @ of Rs.
4.54 per kg. where as 5481135 families above poverty line (APL)  were provided 10,000 tonnes
of wheat  @ Rs.6.59 per kg.during 2007-08     (upto December. 2007). On the other hand , the
price of rice distributed to below poverty line families through fair price shops was @ Rs. 6.12
per kg during 2007-08(upto 31-12-2007). The price of rice distributed to above poverty line
(APL) families remained at the level of 2006-07 i.e. Rs. 8.90 per kg. The price of levy sugar
was @ Rs. 13.50 per kg during 2007-08(up to 31-12-2007) at the level 2006-07. The price of
kerosene oil was @ Rs. 9.50 per litre  during 2007-08 (up to 31.12.07) (Table 7.1).

7.3 Under Antodaya Anna Yojana scheme, 35 kgs. of wheat @ Rs. 2.00 per kg. per month
is being distributed amongst the poorest of the poor 145771 Antodaya families by the Deptt. of
Food and  Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs, Punjab as per the directions of Govt. of India.

7.4 During 2006-07, 501079 Qtls.of. wheat, 162289 Qtls.of rice, 15646 Qtls.of levy sugar
and 302075 kilolitres of kerosene oil have been distributed to the consumers upto March, 2007.
During 2007-08 (upto December 2007) 360278 Qtls.of wheat, 1474 Qtls.of rice, 8615 Qtls.of.
of levy sugar and 226591 kilo litres of kerosene oil have also been distributed to the deserving
consumers. (Table7.2)
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7.5 The State Govt.has launched its prestigious Atta-Dal Scheme w.e.f 15th  August, 2007.
For this purpose the State Govt.has sanctioned Rs.250.00 crore as subsidy for the year
2007-08. Approximately 14 lac families including 8 lac S.C families were identified under this
scheme whose annual income is less than   Rs.30,000/-.These families have been issued special
blue ration cards for distribution of wheat and dal. The identified families are being distributed
wheat at the scale of 7 Kg. per  member to a maximum of 35 Kg. to a family @ of Rs.4.00 per
Kg. Simultaneously Dal is being distributed at the scale of 1 Kg per member to a maximum of
4 Kg. to a family @ Rs.20.00 per Kg (Table 7.1). During the year 2007-08 (upto 31st Dec.
2007) 1514170 Qtls.of wheat and 211510 Qtls.of Dal have been distributed to the beneficiaries
under this scheme (Table 7.2).
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SOCIAL SERVICES

Population

The large increase in population has remained a major problem in our country.  Punjab
has slightly over come this problem.  Although  population of the State was 2.44 crore in 2001
against 2.03 crore in 1991 but the rate of growth has come down to 1.82 % per annum  according
to 2001 census as compared to 1.91% in 1991. Statistics based on sample Registration system
of Health Deptt reveals that , birth rate in the State of Punjab from 27.6 per thousand  in 1990
declined to 21.2 per thousand  in 2001, has further reduced to 17.8 per thousand in 2006. Table
8.1 gives the population of Punjab by area, sex and caste as per 1991 & 2001 censuses.

8.2 Punjab is a relatively densely populated part of the country. According to 2001 Census,
two third (66.1 %) of the total population resides in rural areas and the remaining one third
(33.9%) in urban areas.  Sex ratio (number of  females per 1000 males) is vital for any
demographic analysis . The table given under depicts the trend over the  years in comparison to
figure given at all India level.

A significant feature of Punjab’s population is preponderance of males over females.
As per 2001 census, there were 876 females per 1000 of males in Punjab as compared to
933 females at the all India level as per 2001 census. This adverse trend in the sex ratio is
mainly attributed to female foeticide. The Government is concerned about this malaise and has
put a total ban on the Pre Natal Diagnostic Tests by enacting legislation. Efforts are also being
made to generate awareness among people at social and religious level.

8
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8.3 The table reveals that although the sex ratio of Punjab State had conventionally been
significantly lower than the all India average throughout the last century yet it had continuously
improved from 1911 to 1991. As per 2001 census, it has again shown declining trend which
should be taken as a serious concern both by the Government and society.
8.4 The child sex ratio (age 0-6 years) helps in understanding the recent changes in society
with regard to its attitude and outlook towards girl child.  As per 2001 Census, the child sex ratio
in Punjab is 798 which is again a very serious cause of concern for which the State has initiated
some steps which need to be intensified.
Literacy Rate
8.5 The literacy and level of education is prime input in overall development of individuals.
Any person who is able to read and write with understanding in any language is recorded as
literate. Since 1991 Census, all children below 7 years of age are treated as illiterates, even
though some of them may be attending school and may have picked up some words.  Literacy
has improved in the State during last decade. Out of the total population, 69.7 % were literate
in 2001 as compared to 58.51% in 1991. The literacy rate in urban areas is 79.1% as against
64.7% in rural areas according to 2001 census. As far as sex-wise literacy is concerned, males
are more literate (75.2%) than their female counterparts (63.4%). However, the gap in the
literacy rate between the two sexes is not very wide. The literacy rate by sex and areas is
shown in  Table 8.2 as per 1991 and 2001 census.

District-wise percentage of  literates in Punjab as per 2001 Census in table 8.3 reveals
that  Hoshiarpur with a literacy rate of 81.0% is the most literate district in the state while
Mansa with 52.4% literates is placed at the bottom. Rupnagar, Jalandhar, Ludhiana and
Nawanshahar districts have more than 75% of their population as literate. Hoshiarpur district
has the highest literacy rate both for males and females at 86.5 % and 75.3% respectively
while Mansa district has lowest literacy rate both for males and females at 58.9% and 45.2%
respectively.
Education
8.6 As on 30th Sept. 2006 ,the number of schools  were 19815 (Table 8.4). Out of these,
17191 (86.76%) are located in rural areas. During 2006, on an average, one primary school
served a radius of 1.1 kms in rural areas as compared to 0.5 kms in urban areas. Similarly one
middle school served a radius of 2.6 kms in rural areas against 1.6 kms in urban areas. In the
case of secondary education, one school served a radius of 2.3 kms in rural areas while it was
0.8 kms in urban areas (Table 8.5).

Enrolment and Drop-out rate in Schools

Enrolment

8.7 The enrolment of students was 37.99 lakh in 2005  which slightly increased to
38.70 lakh in 2006.  In addition, the so-called public schools which have mushroomed in the
un-organized sector also attract sizable number of students of the near vicinity. The figures of
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such students are not available and hence not included. While compairing the enrolment of
Scheduled Caste  in 2005 and 2006 , it has been observed that the enrolement in the age group
of 6-11 and 14-18 years have slightly increased and in the age group of 11-14 years it was
marginally decreased (Table 8.6).

8.8 Out of the total enrolment in schools, girls accounted for 46.10  percent in 2006 as
compared to 46.33 % in previous year. Age group-wise composition of girl students enrolled for
the year 2006 was 46.73 % in the age 6-11 years, 45.78 % in the age 11-14 years and 45.11 %
in the age 14-18 years. The enrolments of Scheduled Caste girls in 6-11 years has increased, in
the age group 11-14 has shown a declining trend and in 14-18 age group has shown a rising
trend.  The percentage of Scheduled Caste girls to the total girls enrolled in the age groups 6-11,
11-14 and 14-18 was 48.77%, 37.32% and 25.44 % respectively during the year 2006 as it was
48.91 %, 37.53 % and 25.13 % in 2005.

Drop-out Rate

8.9 Drop-out rate reveal the extent of continuation in study by the students at various
levels. The gender-wise drop-out rates depict the strength of economic and social taboos
working against weaker section of the society. The comparative picture of gender-wise drop-
out rates during 1999-2000  and 2004-2005 is given in the following table:-

Number of colleges

8.10 The number of colleges in the State has increased from 375 in 2005 to 397 in 2006.
Out of these, 273 colleges are located in urban areas and 124 in rural areas. The category-wise
number of colleges in rural and urban areas is given in Table 8.7.
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Enrolment in colleges

8.11 The enrolment in colleges in the State has increased from 2.55 lakh in 2005 to 2.67 lakh
in 2006. The distribution of total enrolment in colleges (category-wise) was Arts and Science
Colleges 80.95%, Teacher Training Institutes/Colleges 2.32%, Medical Colleges 4.39% ,
Agriculture Colleges 0.40%,  Engineering Colleges 11.39%,  Veterinary Colleges 0.17%, Physical
Education Colleges 0.30%  and Oriental Colleges 0.06%  during the year 2006 (Table 8.8).

8.12 The total enrolment of Scheduled Caste students in the colleges in 2006 was 27528 out of
which 14244 were boys and 13284 were girls (Table 8.9). Amongst them 77.95 % were studying
in Arts and Science Colleges, 3.71%in Teacher Training Institutions, 6.26% in Medical Colleges,
0.46% in Agriculture Colleges, 10.89% in Engineering Colleges, 0.21% in veterinary colleges,
0.40% in physical education, 0.13% in oriental colleges during the year 2006  (Table 8.9).

Pupil-Teacher Ratio in Schools

8.13 The pupil-teacher ratio was 43:1 at the Primary Stage, 28:1  at Middle level and 26:1 at
High/Senior stage during 2006 as compared to  43:1 at Primary Stage, 29:1  at Middle level and
26:1  at High/Senior stage during 2005 (Table 8.10).

HEALTH

Birth Rate, Death Rate and Infant Mortality Rate

 8.14  As a result of the State Government’s endeavour to popularize various methods of
family welfare to control the population growth, the birth rate declined from 18.1 per thousand
in 2005 to 17.8 per thousand during the year 2006. In urban and rural areas, it decreased from
17.0 and 18.8 per thousand in 2005 to 16.8 and 18.4 per thousand respectively in 2006. The
death rate has marginally increased from 6.7 per thousand in 2005 to 6.8 per thousand in 2006.
In urban areas it  remained the same as in 2005 (i.e. 5.8 per thousand) but in rural areas it is
marginally increased from 7.2 per thousand in 2005 to 7.4 per thousand in 2006. The infant
mortality rate (per thousand live births) in Punjab has remained same as in 2005 (i.e.
44 per thousand). But it is slightly decreased from 37.0 per thousand of live births  in 2005 to
36.0 per thousand of live births in 2006 and from 49.0 per thousand live births in 2005 to 48.0
per thousand live births in 2006 respectively in urban & rural areas (Table 8.11).

Medical facilities

8.15 There were 2228 medical institutions in the State as on 1st April 2007. Out of these
there were 205 hospitals, 14 hospitals-cum-community health centres, 71 community health
centres, 43 communities health centres cum-primary health centres, 441 primary health centres
and 1454 subsidiary health centres/dispensaries/clinics  (Table 8.12). There were 25489 beds in
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all these hospitals in 2006-2007(Table 8.13).The population served per institution was 11805 in
2006-2007. On an average each institution served a radius of 2.7 kms during 2006-07
(Table 8.14). During the year 2006-07, 4.32 lakh indoor and 117.91 lakh outdoor patients were
treated as compared to 4.17 lakh indoor and 120.38 lakh outdoor patients in 2005-06
(Table 8.15).

Family Welfare Programme

8.16 During the year 2006-07, total number of 93,758 operations (5615 vasectomy and
88143 tubectomy) were performed as compared to 1,07,591 during the previous year
(Table 8.16).

Life Expectancy

8.17 With the multiple efforts of the State Government especially in terms of improvements
in the standard of living and availability of medical facilities, the expectancy of life at birth in the
State has increased during the period 2001-06 as compared to earlier estimation during the
period 1996-2001 intervals. The life expectancy of males during 2001-06 was 69.8 years whereas
it was 68.4 years during 1996-2001. The life expectancy of females was 72.0 years in 2001-06
as compared to 71.4 years in 1996-2001. While comparing the life expectancy of Punjab with
all India figures it is observed that both males and females of Punjab have better life
expectancy than in India since 1976-80 to 2001-2006 (Table 8.17).
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POVERTY ALLEVIATION

‘Poverty is the frontier we have to be able to cross’

Ricardo Lagos

   Poverty alleviation is one of the important objectives of Plan Programmes. It is
multi-dimensional problem which needs innovative and co-ordinated action at macro, sectoral
and micro level. A large number of programmes and schemes are in operation both at National
and State level which aim to strengthen and improve the quality and standard of living of
weaker and deprived sections of the Society. Punjab Govt. is constantly making efforts to
eradicate poverty and to generate sources for further income and employment in the State.

9.2       The Planning Commission, Govt. of India at regular intervals, estimates the number of
people living below poverty line in each State as well as the country as a whole. These estimates
reveal that Punjab State has been able to tackle the problem of poverty with much greater
efficiency as compared to the rest of the country.

   During the year 1973-74 more than 28.08% population of Punjab State was  living
below the poverty line which came down to 5.20%  in 2004-05. At the National level, over half
of the population (54 .93%) was living below the poverty line in 1973-74 which has declined to
21.80% during the year 2004-05. Punjab is thus, well ahead on the road to tackle the problem of
the poverty(Table 9.1).

9.3    According to Planning Commission, during the year 2004-05 there were 9.78 lakh
persons in rural areas and 3.52 lakh persons in urban areas living below the poverty line in
Punjab. To eradicate the problem of poverty, different schemes for rural as well as urban areas
are in operation in the State.

9.4  i)  Swaranjayanti Gram Swarozgar Yojana (SGSY) aimed at providing sustainable
income to the rural  poor. The programme aims at establishing a large number of micro-enterprises
in the rural areas, there by building upon the potential of the rural poor. It is envisaged that every
family assisted under SGSY will be brought above the poverty line in a period of three years. It
is a Centrally Sponsored Scheme and funding is shared by the Centre and State Governments
in the ratio of 75 : 25.  SGSY is holistic programme covering all aspects of self-employment
such as organization of the rural poor into self help groups and their capacity building, planning
of activity clusters, infrastructure build up technology, credit and marketing. In establishing the
micro-enterprises, the emphasis under SGSY is on the activity cluster. For this 4-5 Key activities
are identified for each block based on the resources, occupational skills of the people and
availability of markets.

9
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     Under this programme, subsidy is given @  30% of the project cost, subject to
a maximum of Rs. 7500 in respect of SCs, subsidy is given 50%  subject in Rs. 10000. For
a group, subsidy is given @  50% of the project  cost subject to a ceiling of  Rs. 1.25 lakh.
Loan is arranged by the DRDAs from the banks. Under this scheme 50%  assistance is
required to be provided to the SCs, subsidy is given @ 40% to women and 3% to
handicapped.

     During the year 2006-07, Government of India had allocated funds amounting to
Rs. 846.97 lacs to Punjab State on 75:25 sharing basis (Centre share Rs. 635.23 + State  share
Rs. 211.74 lac). During the year, 509 Self Health Groups (SHGs) had been formed. 617 SHGs
consisting of 6619 members had started their economic activities. Total assistance amounting
to Rs. 1897.42 lac (Rs. 628.93 lac subsidy + Rs. 1268.49 lac as credit) has been provided. In
addition to this, 3913 Individual Swarozgaries has been assisted and assistance amounting to
Rs. 1574.42 lac (Subsidy. Rs. 357.20 lacs  Credit Rs. 1217.22 lac) has been provided. Out of
total 10532 Swarozgaries assisted, 7443 (71%)were S.Cs. Out of total 10532 Swarozgaries
assisted , 6319 (60%) were women and 124 (1%) were disabled. Under this scheme total
assistance amounting to Rs. 3471.84 lac (Rs. 986.13 lac as subsidy and 2485.71 lac as Credit)
has been provided.

 During the year 2007-08 (upto September, 07), Government of India has allocated
funds amounting to Rs. 1288.66 lac to Punjab State on 75:25 sharing basis (Centre share
Rs. 966.50 + State share Rs. 322.16 lac).  During 2007-08 (upto September, 07) out of
total available funds of Rs. 675.07 lac (Rs. 64.53 lac unspent balance of previous year,
Rs. 483.97 lac Central release and Rs. 112.65 lac release by State Govt., Rs. 13.92 lac
miscellaneous receipts) Rs. 408.15 lac (60%) have been utilized. During the year ,379 Self
Help Groups have been formed. 292 SHGs consisting of 3217 members have started their
economic activities. Total assistance amounting to Rs. 929.48 lac (Rs. 304.07 lac Subsidy
and Rs. 625.41 lac as Credit) has been provided to these groups. In addition to this,
676 Individual Swarozgaris have been assisted and assistance amounting to Rs. 249.72 lac
(Subsidy. Rs. 62.23 lacs and Credit Rs. 187.49 lac) has been provided. Out of total 3893
Swarozgaries assisted, 3059 (79%) were S.Cs. Out of total 3893 Swarozgaries assisted,
3066 (79%) were women and 58 (1%) are disabled. Under this scheme, total assistance
amounting to Rs. 1179.20 lac (Rs. 812.90 lac as subsidy and 366.30 lac as Credit) has
been provided.

ii)    Sampoorna Gramin Rozgar Yojana (SGRY) is being implemented as an Integrated
Scheme including SGRY Stream- 1 & 2 from the year 2004-05.
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      The main objectives of the scheme are to provide food security, generation of
additional wage employment and village infrastructure. It is a Centrally Sponsored Scheme
being implemented on 75:25 sharing basis between Centre and State Govt. The resources/
funds are distributed in 20%, 30% & 50% proportionately among the Zila Prishads, Panchayat
Sámities and Gram Panchayats . For 2006-07, Govt. of India had allocated Rs. 9004.87 lac to
Punjab State. Apart from this 34494 tonnes of wheat had also been allocated.

During the year 2006-07 out of total available funds of Rs. 8847.35 lac, Rs. 8401.81 lac
(95%) were utilized. Apart from this 34494 tonnes of wheat had been utilized as a part of
wages. During the year, 44.19 lac mandays employment was generated out of which 31.94 lac
mandays were generated for SCs.

During the year 2007-08 (upto September 2007) Rs. 229.35 lac of  previous year
balance + Rs. 525.48 lac of 2006-07 released by Govt. of India + Rs. 6.43 lac Misc. receipts
and Rs. 3143.95 lac released during 2007-08 by Govt. of India & Rs 488.48 lac released by
state Govt. Thus out of total available funds of Rs. 4393.69 lac Rs. 2966.79 lac (79%) were
utilized and 13496 tonnes of wheat had been given to labourers as a part of wages. During the
year 2007-08 (Upto September 2007) 14.59 lac mandays employment generated out of which
10.23 lac mandays employment generated for SCs. The scheme will be substituted by NREGS
in the districts covered under NREGA.

9.5 Swarna Jayanti Shahari Rozgar Yojana (SJSRY) was launched by Government of
India on 1.12.1997 replacing the three old UPA (Urban Poverty Alleviation) schemes. Its main
components are (a) Urban Self Employment Programme(USEP) (b) Skill Up-gradation (c)
Urban Wage Employment Programme (UWEP) and (d) Development of Women and Children
in Urban Area (DWCUA). During the year 2005-06, under Urban Self Employment Programme
(USEP) component, loan and subsidy amounting Rs. 4.65 lacs was disbursed to 17 beneficiaries,
out of which Rs. 1.60 lacs as loan and subsidy was given to 6 Scheduled Caste beneficiaries.
During 2006-07 and in the current financial year upto September 2007, no amount of loan/
subsidy could be disbursed to the beneficiaries. During 2005-06, no amount was utilized for skill
up gradation of beneficiaries whereas during 2006-07, a sum of Rs. 40.05 lacs was utilized for
skill up-gradation of 2380 beneficiaries out of which Rs. 18.54 lacs were utilized on 936 Scheduled
Caste beneficiaries. Due to non-availability of funds under the component, no training was
imparted during the current financial year i.e. 2007-08 (upto September 2007). During the year
2005-06 & 2006-07, an amount of Rs. 5.91 lacs and Rs. 43.20 lacs were utilized to generate
3000 and 15000 mandays respectively. During 2007-08 (upto September 2007), an amount of
Rs. 48.83 lacs was utilized to generate 27,000 mandays. During current financial year
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(upto September 2007) and the previous years i.e. 2005-06 & 2006-07, no funds have been
allocated by Government of India under Development of Women and Children in Urban Areas
(DWCUA) component of SJSRY (Table 9.2).

9.6 The Punjab Backward Classes Land Development and Finance Corporation
(BACKFINCO) provides loans to Backward Classes and Minorities whose  annual family
income is less than Rs. 54500/- in Urban areas and Rs. 39500/- in Rural areas The Corporation
provided loans amounting to Rs. 764.28 lac to 1192 beneficiaries during the year 2006-2007.  In
the current financial year i.e. 2007-2008(upto 30 September 2007), disbursement of  Rs. 359.40
lac to 503 beneficiaries has been made. (Table 9.2)

9 .7 The Punjab Scheduled Castes Land Development and Finance Corporation provided
loans amounting to Rs. 1848.73 lakhs to 6848 beneficiaries during the year 2006-2007. In the
current financial year upto 30 September, 2007 an amount of Rs. 505.27 lakh has been disbursed
to 2204 beneficiaries (Table 9 .2)

HUMAN DEVELOPMENT

“The main objective of Human Development is to create an enabling environment

 for people to enjoy long, healthy and creative lives.”

Mahbub-ul-Haq.

Introduction

10.1 Human Development is about creating an environment in which people can develop
their full potential and lead productive, creative lives in harmony with common human heritage
on the one hand and satisfaction of their needs and rights on the other.

10.2 Progress of nations has usually been ranked on the yardstick of economic development
in the previous years. But with the passage of time, it has been observed that economic
development leads to inequalities among various sections of the population or/and people living
in different geographical regions and further results into disparities in the areas like poverty,
literacy level, gender gap and health etc. To overcome this difficulty, a school of thought developed
over a period of time which worked on a down-to-earth approach which is known as Human
Development notion.

10.3 The concept of Human Development was developed and deeply inspired by writings
of Mahbub-ul-Haq and Prof. Amartya Sen. Human development put people at the core of the
debate all the times. People’s participation in economic growth and benefits derived by them
defines development as a much better approach as compared to purely economic assessments.
It is being mainstreamed in the development process of the developed, developing and under
developed countries as ‘People-Centred’ development where benefits emerging out of the
development trickle down to the poorest and marginalized sections of the society.

10.4 UNDP in its first Human Development Report (HDR) in 1990 developed the
methodology used to formulate the Human Development Index (HDI). HDI is one of the
notable component of the Human Development Report. HDI encompass three vital elements,
namely longevity- the opportunity to live a long and basically healthy life, secondly knowledge
which brings empowerment and the capacity to interact equally with society, and thirdly
per capita income- which provides access to a decent standard of living.

10
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10.5 Human Development Index (HDI) is a composite index calculated on the basis of the
three dimensions - longevity, knowledge and per capita income. It is a simple average of the
three dimension indices :

HDI = 1/3 [(life expectancy index) + (education index) + (GDP index)]

Human Development Index of Punjab is 0.667.

10.6  Gender-related Development Index (GDI) uses the same variable as the HDI. The
difference is that it adjusts the average achievement of each district in life expectancy, education
attainment and income in accordance with the degree of disparity in achievement between
males and females. GDI of Punjab is 0.614.  GDI was used for the first time in the Human
Development Report in 1995 by United Nations Development Programme (UNDP).

10.7   Within Punjab, an inter-district comparison (Table 10.1) reveals a high variation, with
Rup Nagar having the highest GDI value of 0.669 and Amritsar, the lowest of 0.544.  It is
noteworthy that Ludhiana, which has the highest HDI amongst the districts, ranks 9th in terms
of GDI, revealing the high level of gender disparities.  Likewise, in spite of its economic
development, Fatehgarh Sahib ranks 3rd in HDI and 16th in GDI.  Even Firozpur, Faridkot and
Bathinda rank better in GDI at 4th, 4th and 7th places respectively (both Firozepur and Faridkot
have the same rank), while in terms of HDI they rank at 12th 10th and 14th places respectively.
This analysis also proves that a high level of HDI does not ensure an equally high level of GDI.
The difference in ranking between HDI and GDI for the districts is highest in Fatehgarh Sahib
and lowest in Patiala, Rup Nagar, Sangrur and Nawan shehar.  Jalandhar is the only district in
Punjab where the HDI and GDI ranking is the same.

10.8  GDI, however, is not an adequate measure of women’s status.  This is indicated from
the fact that Rup Nagar district, which ranks 12th in terms of sex ratio and 4th in terms of female
literacy, has the highest GDI.  Thus for a better and more accurate analysis, the HDI-GDI
percentage is taken into consideration.  The highest differential in this context is prevalent in
Fatehgarh Sahib (24.86%) and lowest in Firozpur (6.68%).  This is especially significant considering
Firozepur’s low ranking in terms of HDI, while Fatehgarh Sahib is much better placed.

Strengthening of State Plans for Human Development (SSPHD)

10.9   The main activities under the project are (i) Training and Work Shops for Engendering
of State Plans for Human Development and Gender Sensitization, (ii) Advocacy for Human
Development and Gender, (iii) Strengthening of District Level Statistical System and
(iv) Preparation of District Human Development reports.
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Films for Human Development

10.10 State Human Development Reports contain several messages having a bearing on the
state of economy and the society. To carry these messages to the widest possible audience,
medium of film/video is the best way. UNDP has entrusted the task of preparing two
Documentaries on Human Development Theme for the State of Punjab to Film and Television
Institute of India (FTII), Pune. Topics finalized for the same are :

(i) Diversification in the Farm Sector – Alternative Livelihood Options

(ii) Drug Abuse in Punjab

Thematic Reports /Studies:

10.11 Livelihood Strategy Study: With a vision to explore the potential target areas/sectors of
the economy where employment opportunities could be raised for the educated, skilled youth as
well as semi skilled population of the State, M/s. WAPCOS  Ltd., Gurgaon was  selected to
develop a report on “Livelihood Strategies Study Across Sectors in Punjab “.

10.12 The consultant agency has submitted the final draft report to the department and the
same is under review by concerned government agencies/departments and eminent experts.
A critical review of the panelists will be taken so as to ensure that target deliverables are
realistic and achievable.

10.13  Focusing the major thrust areas for the State, three thematic studies have been
finalized to be undertaken on the following:

i.) Gender Empowerment and declining sex ratio in Punjab.

ii.) Problems of Migrant Labour in Punjab.

iii.) Drop out rate of School Children in Punjab.

10.14  M/s. Faith Healthcare Pvt. Ltd., New Delhi has been selected for undertaking these
studies. Consultant agency submitted the Draft Preliminary Report for all the three topics and
the same were critically reviewed by Panel of Experts constituted for the same. In the light of
the suggestions/comments received from the panelists, the agency revised the preliminary
reports. Studies on “Gender Empowerment and declining sex ratio in Punjab” and “Problems of
Migrant Labour in Punjab” have been approved by the Steering Committee.
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10.15 Report on “Drop out rate of School Children in Punjab” is currently under review and
will be approved after meticulous appraisal.

District Human Development Reports

10.16     Preparation of District Human Development Report (DHDR) for two districts –
Hoshiarpur and Sangrur is under progress. Panjab University, Chandigarh is undertaking the
work of “Human Development Report of District Hoshiarpur” and Punjabi University, Patiala
is undertaking the work of “Human Development Report of District Sangrur”. Introductory
meetings have already been organized under the Chairmanship of Deputy Commissioners of
the concerned districts for the preparation of these DHDR’s in a participatory manner. Thereafter,
Core Committees have been constituted to closely monitor the progress of the work and at the
same time to bring out the reports showing the ground reality of the districts.

10.17 Despite many achievements, from a human development perspective, there is still
much that needs to be done to end deprivations and achieve social and economic equity.
